Eden Primary Medium Term Planning: Shorashim (Year 1): Summer Term 2
A Day in Alexandra Park
Overview and Rationale:
This topic has a science and geography focus. It explores the area around Alexandra Park and links to our overall theme of ‘me and my family’ by exploring the park as a place of leisure, a place to enjoy with the family as well as a place to stay active and healthy. In line with ‘taking care of myself’ children will also learn how to keep safe outside – learn about road safety and dealing with other people you might encounter in the park.  

Key Ideas and Essential Learning: The topic launches with a trip for children to explore, ask and answer questions about Alexandra Park. The project culminates with the children having a picnic in the park inviting parents to celebrate the end of the school year.  Children will study maps of the park and draw their own maps. They will learn about the animals and plants that live in, and around the park. 

Key Questions:  
How do you get to the park? 

What lives and grows in the park and its local are? 

What can you do there? How do you follow a map? 

How do creatures in our local area survive? 
What are their food chains? 
What conditions do they need for survival?
How do different animals have young?

Project Launch:  A trip to Alexandra Park      
Overall this topic should not be called A day at Alexandra Park as we only spend one day there. When the curriculum was first written the idea was that we should study the local area of where the children live so going to Alexandra Park may be something you wish to do but you can’t base the whole half term on this one day and I would say there are more interesting places to visit that links to the work on animals i.e. Kentish Town City Farm. Suggest the title is changed to something akin to Our Locality, but again not everything that is covered this half term fit with that.
